The new HomePNA Spec 2.0 is expected to be released in Q4 1999 and promises up to 10Mbps speeds using the same phone line connections. The DHN-520 was designed around the proposed iLine10( standard as accepted by the HomePNA on July 27, 1999 as the basis for HomePNA 2.0. 

The DHN-520 brings the instant power of connectivity to almost every household- without the addition of any new wiring. It takes a major step towards networking the entire home, sharing computers and other devices in the house, and will be an easy, cost-effective solution for file, printer and Internet connection sharing with full 10Mbps speed.
