>>Please modify the “Tilt” speed into four times of “Pan” speed so that they can be balanced. (FW issue.)

(4) DCS-100/210/220/230 doesn’t support camera Auto-Pan function.

· When use MPEG4, users can’t set Bitrate and Quality at the same time. (CGI issue)
