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Incompatible Printer for Print Servers

Certain printers are not suitable for network-printing with Print Servers

There are more printers on the market each with their own advanced technology coming out in the market. There are two types of printers - Graphical Device Interface (GDI) and Windows Printing System, these do support network-printing.



HP Models
According to HP Tech Support (& product spec), there are some HP printer models that cannot be networked up using any print server, even HP print server.

Examples of the affected model are:
HP DeskJet 1000, 

HP DeskJet 720, 

HP DeskJet 820

Reason behind:
They are GDI (Graphic Device Interface) printer which is not using the host driver (and GDI printer need the processing power from the workstation. So, it can only works with workstation directly connected to it through the parallel port.)

Canon Models 

WPS (Windows Printing System) 

WPS (printer) models from Canon CANNOT be networked with an external print server of any kind any brand (eg. Axis, HP, D-Link, etc)

This is because the printer uses the Windows Printing System (WPS) which requires the printer to be connected DIRECTLY to the computer.

Some examples of the WPS models from Canon are:
